12 & Under Boys Baseball 
Rule Clarifications & Exceptions to USSSA Rules

1. Games are one hour and thirty minutes. Can not start a new inning with less than five (5) minutes to play in regulation time.  

2. Six (6) run limit per inning

3. No running on dropped 3rd strike.

4. Pitcher limited to 75 pitches/game and 100 pitches/week.  This is monitored by the coach using the honor system.

5. Rotate positions to develop more than one position.  Use discretion for safety concerns.

6. No metal cleats.

7. Courtesy runner for pitcher and catcher only.
8. All players will be on the line-up and will bat.

9. In case of a tie game at end of regulation play, follow the BULLDOG RULE:

Player that made the last out the previous inning advances to 2nd.    Stay with same batting order and proceed with the game.  If the game is still tied at the end of the inning, continue as follows:  Player that made the last out advances to 3rd.  Stay with the same batting order and proceed with the game.  If still tied, continue as follows:  Load the bases with the previous three batters (first out goes to 3rd, second out goes to 2nd and 3rd out goes to first.)  Stay with the same batting order and proceed with the game.  

The umpire’s decision is final. There will be no protests, and all coaches will be responsible for educating his/her team and their parents about  the “CODE OF CONDUCT”.
