BYAA 11 & Under

Softball Rules

1.  Ten players allowed on defense, four must be on the grass.

2.  All players will be in the batting line up and you must rotate the batting line up, per

     game. All batters must wear a facemask. 

3.  Teams must start the game with a minimum of seven players.  No automatic out. 

4.  Extra players must be drawn from the league below and they must play in the

     outfield.  

5. You may not play a younger player from a lower league if you have enough players

      from your league roster.

6.  Six run limit per inning.  No open inning.

7.  Time limit 1 hour 15 minutes.  Can’t begin a new inning with 5 minutes remaining in 

     the game.  The Home team must bat last even if winning (don’t count runs, this is for

     practice), unless time has expired.

8.  Before the pitcher starts her delivery both feet must be on the pitcher’s rubber.

9.  After the pitcher has control of the ball in the pitching circle the runners may not  

     advance to another base.

10.  No stealing.

11.  If a batter is hit by a pitched ball, they may advance to first base.

12. Runners advance only one base on an overthrow.

13.  If a ball that is thrown goes in the dug out or over the fence the base runner(s) 

       advance to the base they were going to, plus one

14. Base runners cannot leave the base until the ball leaves the pitchers hand. 

15. No batter will walk.  The pitcher is allowed a maximum of  5 pitches per batter.  Once

the batter has a full count or 3 balls the coach will pitch the remaining throws. The coach       pitches must be hittable to be called strikes. 

16.  The coach must pitch from within the pitching circle. 

17. The strike zone is that space over any part of home plate which is between the batters

      front armpit and the top of the batter’s front knees when the natural batting stance is 

      assumed. 

18. All players must have equal playing time per game. 

19.  Must rotate position every two innings (except pitcher, catcher), unless a player

       refuses to play a position.  

20. The umpire’s decision is FINAL.

21. All other rules covered under USSSA.

· The purpose of this league is to teach the Fundamentals of softball, teamwork, and the knowledge of the game.

· Coaches need to lead by example in good sportsmanship and provide each athlete with a positive experience. 

· Provide each athlete in an environment in which they can learn the game and have a good experience.
